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Symposium History

The inauguration of the Southern California Emergency Medicine (EM) Student Workshop Symposium took place on May 1, 2004.  The concept for this symposium was born almost a year earlier by medical students Brian Potts and Warren Wiechmann with a simple idea; create an EM conference entirely devoted to medical students. 

While there were many opportunities for medical students to attend national and regional EM events, there had been few events just dedicated to medical students’ needs. Conversely, most medical students had access to events organized by their schools’ EM Interest Groups (EMIG); however, these events varied greatly in scope and in content. With the goal of combining the best aspects from national conferences and local EMIG meetings, they began organizing their unique event just for medical students. 

One year later in May 2005, Warren Wiechmann, Chadi Kahwaji, PhD, and Amir Bernaba, along with a fresh UC Irvine EMIG team, presented the second annual Symposium.  This time the theme was “Disaster Medicine”, and with keynote addresses by nationally recognized experts in disaster medicine and a breathtaking live outdoor demonstration by the Orange County Fire Authority, students were introduced to the culture of emergency preparedness.  Workshops on triage, trauma response, and other key topics in disaster medicine were well received, and the event received statewide media attention. 
In February 2007, the EMIG Board Members put on another successful Student Symposium.  They returned to the original concept of offering a wide array of didactic sessions and hands-on workshops to offer students key knowledge points and skill sets valuable for a successful career in EM or any other field.

This year the UC Irvine School of Medicine EMIG Symposium Development team, with the help of the Emergency Department faculty, and guided by the principles set forth by the founders, present the UC Irvine EM Student Symposium: Subspecialties.  This year we have decided to introduce medical students as well as residents to the different possibilities that EM has to offer.  There are many subspecialty fields in EM; we have picked just a few of them to highlight during this symposium with both didactic and workshop sessions, so medical students can get a better view of the possibilities that a career in EM holds.

Emergency Medical Services

Christopher A. Kahn, MD, MPH, FACEP

Emergency Medical Services is a subspecialty focusing on the many interrelated systems of care which exist to protect patients in the prehospital environment.   With over a million EMS providers nationwide at a widely disparate level of skills, training, and funding, oversight of these systems is a complex task requiring specific knowledge and abilities.  EMS fellowships focus on four general areas: prehospital education, administration, research, and operations (direct provision of care).   This workshop will discuss each of these four areas, and provide hands-on experience with prehospital equipment and skills.
Emergency Ultrasound      

J. Christian Fox, MD, RDMS, FAAEM, FACEP 

This workshop will allow students to see how portable ultrasound has revolutionized ED diagnosis and treatment and participate in hands-on ultrasonography for diagnosis and procedural guidance. Ultrasound is the only imaging modality that is handheld, miniaturized, ruggedized, and battery operated. There are over 200 ultrasound machines on the front lines in Iraq and Afghanistan, and ultrasound is the only imaging available on the space shuttle. While emergency ultrasound dates back to 1987, it was not until recently that the portable technology began to perform on par with traditional cart-based machines. All emergency medicine residencies have ultrasound machines and there are over 40 fellowships in emergency ultrasound now throughout the country.

Medical Toxicology

Medical Toxicology is a medical subspecialty focusing on the diagnosis, management and prevention of poisoning and other adverse health effects due to medications, occupational and environmental toxins, and biological agents. Medical Toxicology is officially recognized as a medical subspecialty by the American Board of Medical Specialties.
 

Physicians trained in Medical Toxicology provide professional services in a variety of clinical, industrial, educational, and public health settings including:
· Emergency departments, intensive care units, and other inpatient units where they provide direct treatment and bedside consultation of acutely poisoned adults and children. 

· Outpatient clinics, offices, and job sites where they evaluate the health impact from acute and chronic exposure to toxic substances in the workplace, home and general environment. 

· National and regional poison control centers where they provide 24-hour phone consultation to health professionals, first responders, public health officials, corporate safety personnel, and the general public regarding hazard identification, decontamination, emergency management, and detailed clinical care of the poisoned patient. 

· Medical schools, universities, and clinical training sites where they teach, research, and provide advanced evidence based patient care. 

· Industry and commerce where they increasingly contribute to pharmaceutical research and development, product safety, occupational health services, and regulatory compliance. 

· Governmental agencies where they provide toxicology expertise to the U.S. Food and Drug Administration, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, and state and local health departments as well as non-governmental advocacy organizations, consumer groups and industrial associations. 

· Clinical and forensic laboratories where they aid in the design, conduction and interpretation of diagnostic tests and forensic studies.

Medical Student Research Forum

Sports Medicine

This workshop will give a brief overview of Sports Medicine as a subspecialty.  It will also familiarize the participants with behind-the-scenes medical care of a top 10 Division 1 football program, and review the essential components of a sideline medical bag.  Furthermore, this workshop will have a skills station and a computerized concussion assessment station.  The skills station will focus on obtaining an emergency airway in an on-field setting.  Primary care sports medicine is the prevention, diagnosis, and treatment of non-operative sports-related injuries, and illnesses.  Fellows complete 1-2 years of subspecialty training through an accredited sports medicine fellowship.  Eligible specialties include orthopedics, emergency medicine, family medicine, internal medicine, pediatrics, and physical medicine and rehabilitation.  Additional subspecialty certification is available once the applicant is board certified in his respective specialty.

Wilderness Medicine
